SYLLABUS
Literature

Intended for students with expanded vocabulary and
adequate knowledge of Greek grammar. The course
includes representative works of Greek literature and
poems. By attending this course students:

- Will be introduced to the work of some important
Greek authors and to the basic characteristics of
their writing style.

- Will develop the language skills needed for a
student of an advanced level in Greek.

2) Their life and era through their own diaries, and
through information provided by scholars (texts and
audiovisual material — photographs, video, audio
cassettes — are used)

3) Exercises for vocabulary and language structure
(grammar and syntax): derivation, idioms, proverbs,
Ancient Greek expressions, homonyms, paronyms,
conjunctions, passive syntax, participles, adjectives
in -ov, -ovoa, -ov, vocative, adjectives from Ancient
Greek surviving in the Modern Language, etc)

4) Exercises for creative writing, critical
presentation, reading and declamation of literature
and poetry.

Each lesson is composed of different topics. Usually
three to five authors are presented, or other topics
like: the sea in Modern Greek Literature, the
Ancient Greek myths in Modern Greek Literature,
etc.
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
